APPENDIX I-2  Building Vulnerabilities: Brief list

The library has known areas where the likelihood of water damage is significantly higher than the remainder of the facility.  All LIS employees should be aware of these high potential areas and new employees should have these areas of concern pointed out to them during their orientation process. Any employee who discovers problems in these areas, or any other area, should immediately report them.

The locations below are listed in order of susceptibility to problems based on past 

experiences.

Emergency exit near  
Prone to flooding from storm water during heavy downpours, particularly 
L104B 
during the spring and fall when leaves and debris have clogged the stairwell drain.

Wet carpet area
Wet carpet area appears in the walkway along the individual study carrels between L113 and L109 during prolonged periods of rain (probably elevated water table)

Water seepage L136 
and at the wall to floor joint when there are prolonged periods of

L134 L132 L130
rain (elevated water table) or possibly when there is heavy rain when there’s frost in the ground.

Flooding of L110 &
Prone to flooding from heavy rain that comes in under the front doors 
main entry 
and flows in through the ventilation units in the entry.

Receiving room
In heavy downpours, water can run down driveway and under receiving 


room doors.

Archives main room
HVAC units at each end of room should be checked periodically for leaks


at times when the archivist is away for extended periods.

Computer lab 327
Be sure to monitor the AC unit in the computer lab.  The door should be 
AC unit 
kept closed.  When the unit fails to keep the lab cool, call for service.  Leaking condensate can flood offices below the lab (L231) and failed AC unit has caught on fire. 

Frozen pipes
3rd floor of the southeast wing can be subject to frozen water pipes during periods of very low winter temperatures. Room temperatures should be monitored to insure there is adequate heat.

Roof/skylight leaks
During heavy rain or wind driven rain, check ceilings and skylight areas for leaks.
Snack Room L113
Prone to flooding from storm water during heavy downpours (Check drain in stairwell outside glass doors)

Library Bathrooms
Monitor, especially at closing time, to ensure that faucets are not on and toilets are not running (e.g. overflowing).
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
