II.  Budget & Expenditure Summaries
Submitted by Joyce Stowell
Acquisitions Department Highlights:
· Federal Grant—Project CREATE: This is the second year purchasing for the Project CREATE Federal grant; 3 copies of each title purchased; 1 for Durick Library, 1 for Education Curriculum Library and 1 for ALD Curriculum Library.  A total of $3447.97 was expended with $1149.32 for Durick Library (33 books, 3 DVDs, 1 CD-Rom).

· Audiovisual Materials: For the first time in a number of years, no VHS videocassette tapes were purchased.  The VHS replacement project continued this year focusing on high use documentary films; 62 DVDs were purchased to replace VHS.  This project and the purchase of new titles was assisted with $2,461.44 received from overdue DVD fine money collected beginning 12/19/2008.
· 28 audio books were purchased to complement the successful Browsing book collection.

· Use of the online order form was down slightly but student use of the form increased. Student requests for both entertainment and study related books and DVDs have increased.
· Two Kindles were purchased for the LLRC as well as 9 Kindle books. 

· Three Kindles were purchased for the library at fiscal year end with surplus funds from the VPAA’s budget.
· E-book collection: MyiLibrary was purchased at year end – a patron-select program which generates purchases of books based on patron use.
